This is the first time the Plumas Pipelines was not mailed out to each 

resident.  We will be saving almost $1300.00 per year by doing it this 

way.  We are trying very hard to limit expenses and this seemed to be 

a no-brainer.  Many thanks to our webmaster, Janet Grijalva, for keep-

ing the site running and up to date. 

Our arsenic issue still remains with us.  The two test wells we drilled 

last Fall show some promise to reduced arsenic levels.  Test well #2 

on Evergreen Circle shows the most promise and will be deepened in late summer or early Fall.  Test results 

showed that the arsenic levels were lower at the bottom of the well and we want to find out if lower arsenic 

levels are just ñinchesò away.  Hopefully we will have the new test results by the end of the year. 

As a final note, we have a vacancy on our Board of Directors.  Vern Wiemeyer has decided to step down and 

become a ñcivilianò again.  So now is the opportunity to become a member of the Board of Directorôs and have 

input toward the future of PECSD.  Contact Teresa for the filing requirements and voter information.  Have a 

wonderful, fun-filled Summer!

Once again, we held a Plant Sale on the Saturday of Memorial 

Day weekend near the Firehouse Garden.  On the following weekend the 

Pine Needle Pick Up service is planned to take place.

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The one most significant thing that increases our water demand every year is irrigation. 
 

Our well flows go from under 100,000 gallons per day in the winter to 

over 600,000 gallons per day in the summertime. Steps can be taken as a 

homeowner to conserve water usage. Check your sprinkler timer and set 

it down to about 15 minutes per station on grass areas. Increase this time 

a little bit if you notice areas drying out. Your lawn areas will be health-

ier with less water. With Summer here, check out your irrigation system 

and make sure you donôt have any leaks such as broken sprinkler heads. 

Finally, if we get precipitation, turn your irrigation system off for the day 

or however long the precipitation lasts. These steps can really make a dif-

ference to our water demand and that is really important in saving chemi-

cal costs, electricity as well as wear and tear on the equipment. 

Do your part to help us save water. If you have any questions we would 

be happy to assist you with your system.  Thank you

The fire department has been busy with training to bring all our firefighters to the State Certified level for 

Volunteer Firefighters.  We also replaced our oldest structural fire engine last October with a newer used 

fire engine that we purchased from the Tiburon Fire Department.  It is a very nice fire engine that is in 

excellent condition.  Please feel free to stop by the station to take a look at it.   

The Plumas Eureka Community Auxiliary has been very generous to the fire department again this year 

with donating emergency rescue equipment that will better help us help the community.  I would like to 

personally thank all the staff, members and volunteers from the Auxiliary for their dedication and support 

to the fire department.  Please help support this great  organization by joining us twice a year for the an-

nual Pancake Breakfastõs and your donations are greatly appreciated.
