


Check the exterior 
and roof  immedi-
ately, extinguish all 
sparks and embers.   
 

If you must climb on 
the roof, use caution. 

Check inside the attic 
for hidden burning 
embers. 

Taking the time to  
prepare can greatly 
reduce the confusion 
and help you react 
quickly to  an emergency situation.  

Red Cross will have a 
representative in the 
command post.   

If you choose not to 
go to a Red Cross 
shelter, you are ad-

vised to contact the 
Red Cross to provide 
information about 
your location in the 
event family or 
friends are trying to 
locate you. 

Primary travel routes  
during an evacuation 

Know the primary 
travel routes to get to 
the safety zone. 

Be prepared to be 
directed by law en-
forcement or traffic 
control personnel.  
You must follow 
their directions. 

Drive the routes in 
advance so that you 
will be prepared for 
the confusion of an 
actual emergency. 

Have a checklist and 
map ready with all 
the actions you will 
take prior to and  
during evacuation. 

If you are trapped by 
fire while evacuating 
on foot, select an 
area clear of vegeta-
tion or lie face down 
in a ditch or creek 
area. 

Stay inside your 
house away from 
outside walls. 

Keep all doors closed 
but leave them 
unlocked. 

Keep your entire 
family together and 
remain calm.  Re-
member, if it gets hot 
in the house, it is 
four times hotter on 
the outside. 

Sheltering Options 

Safety Zone: Tem-
porary area that pro-
vide a safe haven un-
til shelter locations 
can be established.  
See map of the safety 
zone provided.  

Shelters:  Red Cross 
establishes shelters 
for the immediate 
and short term hous-

ing and care of 
evacuated residents. 

Alternative Loca-

tions:  Residents 
who do not wish to 
use the Red Cross 
shelters should con-
sider determining in 
advance alternative 
housing locations. 

 

The Plumas Eureka 
Fire Department will 
notify residents when 
it is safe to move 
back into their 
homes.  This will be 
done as soon as pos-
sible. 

This information will 
become available by the 
local radio station, the 
Plumas  Eureka CSD’s  
information lines or 
web page, at road 
blocks, safety zones or 
relocation centers.
